 Allow portal users

Stakeholder Communications
 Integration with Intercom for live chat 

support for prospective applicants and 
rights holders

 Allow interested parties to subscribe to 
receive reports via email, such as 
newsflashes of new activity in a specific 
area, or applications open to public 
participation

 Tags and hooks – click through from 
email notification or bookmark directly to 
licence, agreement or action



Agreements

 Support for Landfolio
Agreements has been 
added, allowing for 
Leases, Disputes, 
Mineral Agreements, etc
to be created and 
viewed through the 
portal.



Reporting

 SSRS reporting is now 
extensively embedded 
into the portal

 Search criteria can be 
displayed and used to 
generate on-the-fly on-
screen reports, and then 
saved to PDF or other 
formats

 Applications that look 
like traditional 
government forms can 
now be automatically 
generated during the 
submission stage
